How to get started in 10 minutes
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· Step 1. Login
Go to www.eLanguages.org and login. To do this, you need to enter your Account Name, followed by Password, in the top left corner.
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· Step 2. Look around
Once logged in, go to your personal space (called “MyPage)
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In “MyPage”, you need to look for 3 things:
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1. My Projects – this lists the projects you are a member of. There will be three. First is the Anglo-French partnerships page. This is a news and resource page for everyone on the project. Brian Stobie will be editing this. The second will be your group link page (eg “Primary Links Aisne”). The third is your own individual partnership page. On here you can upload and share work with your partner school. Click on each to have a look. They are all interlinked with each other as well, so you won’t get lost.
2. Edit your Hello Page – eLanguages members get a “hello page”. As the name suggests, this is somewhere where you can introduce yourself. If you have a minute, try adding some text and a picture. Here’s an example of an eLanguages “hello page” for reference: Christine Brault
3. Administration menu – go in here to change your password

· Step 3: Add something to your partnership page,
Try to upload a text and some picture. Go to your partnership page and click on “edit” in the top right corner. Then you just need to select one of the “add” buttons and select “text” or “image”. The rest is easy. If you are feeling adventurous try adding a photo gallery, PowerPoint file, or a clock. It’s easier than you think. You and your partner school can edit this page you how want to.
· Step 4: Leave a message on the forum

All you need to do is go here to join the discussion
· Step 5: Have a go…
There are loads of good examples of teacher work on the site, and I hope this will inspire you. I have put links and examples on the Anglo-French partnership page.
