What is the history of the village? 
District Bhiwani was created on 22 July, 1972. The district headquarter is situated in Bhiwani town. Bhiwani has 442 villages, with main towns being Charkhi Dadri, Loharu, Bawani Khera and Tosham. The total area of Bhiwani district is 5,099 sq kms. Bhiwani city finds mention in Ain-e-Akbari. It is claimed Bhiwani was founded by the Rajput name Neem after his wife named Bhani. The Bhani word later changed to Bhiyani and subsequently to Bhiwani. Bhiwani has been a prominent center of commerce since time of Mughals. Bhiwani is also known for its temples and is called as small Kashi of India because of numerous temples. Another important city of the district is Dadri which was founded by the son of Prithvi Raj Chauhan. It is also a hub of commercial activity.

What is the population?
 Its population is 14,24,000. 
What is the major source of employment in this village?
In villages people generally depend on farming and dairy but in main city many commercial activities are there. People from here have settled abroad as in Italy, America, U.K., and Canada. From our village itself 30 persons work in Italy and live with family there. Some people do services and other do businesses in other parts of country. In villages they have built magnificent houses where their servants live and often they visit village during summer vacations with their families.

What important events are there and in what period of the year? 
People gather on occasion of main festivals as Holi, Diwali, Raksha –Bandhan and other National Festivals like Republic Day and Independence Day. Holi is celebrated in the month of March, Diwali in October or November. Raksha –Bandhan is celebrated in month of August generally. These Indian Festivals depend on Moon so the dates and months vary year to year. Independence Day is celebrated on 15th August and Republic Day on 26th January.

1. We can see farms and interview the farmers.
2. We can visit a nearby herbal park in Kairu to see various kinds of herbs and roses that are used in making medicines and scents.
3. Nearby Bahal is famous for Educational Institutes of International fame so we can visit B.R.C.M. Engineering College and residential B.R.C.M. School.

We can camp in B.R.C.M. Engineering College’s Campus or in Kairu. Even our humble village Devrala has no dearth of beautiful camping sites. Near our School we have a lot of space and in our campus itself which is spread over 35 acres we can camp.
