REMEDIAL TEACHING

    Definition

· Special instruction designed and delivered to alleviate deficiencies in the achievement of some of the learning objectives of an instructional program.


· Specialized instruction for students deviating from the expected norm.

· Remedial Teaching as the name implies, is designed to cater to the needs of children unable to keep pace with the teaching-learning process in a normal classroom
