1. How many classrooms are there in our school?

There are 14 classrooms in our School.

2. What sort of light bulbs does our school use?

We use CFLs in classrooms to save electricity.

3. On average how many light bulbs are in each classroom?

There are two CFLs in each classroom.

4. When you walk round school how many rooms have lights on with no pupils or teachers in them?

Only class 6th which is the junior-most in our School is negligent but soon they too learn to switch off lights and fans when they go out. Every student knows this rule and tries to follow it. Often in school hostels boys are found negligent and the head boy advise them. 

5. How many computers do we have in our school?

Now we have about sixty computers in our lab.

6. When you walk round school how many computers are not being used and have been left on stand by?  Check the monitors, if the computer is on standby is the monitor switched off? 

In computer lab of senior students we often observe computers not being switched off when not in use. Our teachers ask them to do so. Junior students are quite sincere in this regard. We observe five or six computers always on standby mode but not switched off. 

7. When you walk round school at the end of school day when all the pupils have left, how many computers are left on standby now?

No computer can be left like this as the computer teacher ensures it at the end of school hours.

8. How many rooms in our school have electric heaters?

   We live in India which is comparatively hot to U.K. Schools so we never           use electric heaters.

9. What is the average temperature in our class rooms? Leave thermometers in 5 different classrooms and the take the average.

 In the month of April we took temperature of different classrooms, it      was high outside but low in classrooms as there fans were on. Average temperature was around 40 but if we take temperature in June it would have crossed 43.

10. What other electrical appliances, other than computers do we have in our school? List them and check whether they are on standby or switched off.

 We have TVs in hostels, refrigerators in Mess, we watch TVs only on Sundays so they are switched off till Sunday. Girls’ TVs is switched on every night and it is switched off after viewing programmes.
11. Are there any doors and windows open during the survey, if so how many?

In summer we keep our windows and doors of classrooms open as ventilation is needed.
