1. How many of the pupils drive to school with parents or carers?

   As our School is a residential School all students     live in hostels and walk to school. When School is closed, they go home and come back in their own vehicles.

2. Do you turn all your lights off and only use them when they are in the room? 

When students go to mess, playground or classrooms they switch off the lights and fans. It is a rule that is followed by all.

3.  What do you do to reduce carbon emissions?
