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THE SCHOOL PROFILE AS AT September 2010.
Vitengeni Baptist Secondary School was built by the late black American known as Rev James T Freeman in 1989. He continually sponsored the School till his death early 2009 at an age of about 100 years old. Amongst many other things, he sponsored the construction of four class rooms, and an administration block which had two rooms: a staffroom and the head teacher’s room. He also constructed a hall that serves mainly as a laboratory, and for multipurpose hall.
The School is in the Province of Kenya about 32 Kilometers (19.8 miles) west of Kilifi town, passed the Arabuko Sokoke forest. It is in Ganze District, Vitengeni Division, Madamani sub-location.

The School, having a catchment area of over twenty primary Schools, has a very high students’ enrolment demand. As a result the students’ population has risen to 558. Although over 70% of the students’ population is from the School neighborhood, some students from as far as western and north eastern Kenya have been admitted.
The academic and co-curriculum performance has been fairly good. Graduates from the School have joined many sectors such as the armed forces, police, health, education, agriculture, wild life, tourism, nongovernmental organizations, etc.
The School faces adverse challenges since it is in the economically poorest locality according to government statistics. Many of the students are highly dependent on bursaries and do not manage to complete their education due to lack of School fees. It is for the same reason that over 30% of the students enrolled at form one drop out of School before form four, with girls more vulnerable. The government subsidy in Kenyan secondary Schools does not carter for meal programs.
Currently the School has eight classrooms, two dormitories; one for boys and the other for girls. There is also a kitchen and an administration block. There is also adequate safaricom network for cell phone communication, water and electricity.
There is however lack of some of the very basic things for a School. It is worth noting that all Schools with similar status have these things. The School lacks the following:

i) A Library: the students have only two options, either to carry out their private studies in their classrooms or sometimes under tree shades during the day time. There is no room where the students may undertake private studies comfortably and quietly.
ii) A Books’ Store: the School lacks a books’ store and this has posed a great challenge to record keeping.

iii) Six Classrooms: the School currently has ten classrooms. There is very high congestion in the classrooms. Thus four more classrooms are needed so as to reflect the School’s true status of three streams. The students’ population is at 558. Out of the six classrooms two are to be used for lesson exchange. Because of the high demand of the School by the Students coupled with very high enrolment, the School was granted by the government a three streams status early 2009. 
iv) Computer Lab: this in fact carries the highest index in a priority list, now that the government is digitalizing the 8 – 4 – 4 curriculum. The School needs this facility so that it can cope up with the millennium challenges. By 20th September the students had access to only one laptop donated by Mike Amey of British Council Connecting Classrooms, in Tare Harambee Project, in May 2010.

The ages of students is Secondary School: 11 – 18 years. The largest class in the School, is form One East with only girls, 77 in number.  But on average every class has about 59 students.
Teachers: There are fourteen teachers in the School teaching a total of thirteen subjects; only one of whom is a lady. All the subjects taught are those provided in the 8 – 4 – 4 curriculum: Mathematics, Kiswahili, English, Chemistry, Biology, Physics, Christian Religious Education, History & Government, Geography, Agriculture, Business Studies, Physical Education and finally, Life Skills. 
Computer Studies is yet to pick because of lack of a computer lab.
