[image: image15.emf]Martenitza symbolizes the end of winter and the coming of spring. It is a unique national custom of Thracian origin. Original Martenitzas were made of white and red symbol thread to which a silver or gold coin was tied. They can also now be made of white plastic. On March 1st martenitzas are tied on trees, house doors, carts or young animals. The red and white colours 
ymbolize the snow and the blood. This derives from an old story where a stork brings the blessing of good health to a small child from its parents, who are far away. In folk beliefs Annunciation or “Blagovetz” is related with the coming of the migratory birds and with the definite spring awakening of Mother Nature. On that date people sow vegetables, engraft fruit trees in order to be “sweet”, make marks on lambs and kids because it is believed that their scars hurt less. Apiarists open their hives and let bees fly to collect sweet honey. It is believed that on Annunciation the strongest poison loses its strength. Snakes and lizards are believed to go out of their holes on that day. In order to purchase them people make 2- 3 fires in the yard. The young leap across these fires in order to be healthier during the rest of the year.

Banitza is one of the most popular and typical Bulgarian dishes.

Ingredients: 
10-12 sheets of ready-made pastry
500 gr white cheese,1/2 pack butter (melted) 
3-4 eggs, 250 ml soda water, pinch of salt
                                         
Preparation: 
Oil a medium-sized oven dish, cover bottom with a sheet of pastry, sprinkle melted butter, sprinkle crumbled white cheese, and continue putting pastry with butter and cheese. Finish with a layer of pastry and butter. In a separate dish beat the eggs, add salt, and soda water. Pour slowly over the dish with the banitza. Bake in a oven (180-200 C) for about 40 minutes.
Leave to cool for about 30 minutes and serve.

National day of Bulgaria

This is one of the most important Bulgarian holidays. Bulgarians celebrate their national independence and their freedom after five centuries living under Turkish yoke. Bulgarians celebrate also their stubbornness and a brave spirit. In 1878 Russian soldiers together with Bulgarian soldiers fought against Turkish. 


The biggest battle happened on the peak of Shipka. Many Bulgarians and Russian soldiers gave their lives there these fights and died in heroism. After heavy and continuous hours of following the victory Bulgarian soldiers won the battle.
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        After the freedom the San-Stefano peace contract was signed. Аccording to that contract Bulgaria was divided into five parts. That was the longest period in Bulgarian history when our nation had long lasting battles against enemies.
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“St. Paissiy Hilendarski” high school inherited the monastery school founded in “St. George” church yard in 1851. 


That school survived from 1851 to 1894. From 1894 to 1919 it is announced as an elementary school named “Ferdinand I”. The next step was its developing into People’s elementary school “Father Paissiy”  /1919 – 1948 /. In 1949 it became primary – PPS “Father Paissiy” – as such kind of school it remained until 1963. It was transformed into “St. Paissiy Hilendarski” high school in 1992.











Our history





“St. Paissiy Hilendarski” high school is situated in south east part of Haskovo. In a poem written by a local poet it is said that birds and spring must cross Haskovo in order to come in Bulgaria. And then first our school says them “Hello”. Speaking about the human life 157 years are a very long period but for a school it is only a moment of the time necessary to create its own traditions and authority.        
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Curious facts about Haskovo				The people of Haskovo are the first Bulgarians who watched a film only 6 years after the birth of the cinema in Paris. The first film show in Haskovo in 1901 was made by the photographer and painter – Hristo Arnaudov, who bought from some foreigner “cinematographer” 11 films and explained to the citizens what happened on the screen. 	Haskovo has almost the same latitude as Rome, Barcelona, Tbilisi.

















    The Aida Peak /not far from Haskovo/ has nothing to do with the famous opera of the Italian Composer Verdi. In translation from Turkish “aidaa” means “bear mountain” and the name of the peak /860m/ is to be translated as Mechkovets.			The Thracian tribe Asti had once lived in the area of Haskovo, the area was called Astika – the name of the famous beer still produced in Haskovo. 				The earliest known name of Haskovo is Marsa. It was mentioned for the first time in 1792 in the Short History of Spiridon.
