	Brief details of the aim, content and outcomes of the activity
	As part of the 3 year project Tern@ Nostra, Vit@ Nostra, we work with schools in Bulgaria, Italy and France on topics such as local and national history, historical figures, local music and folklore, food, traditions and customs. We look at regional, national and international identity. The first year looked at regional topics, the second year national and the third year (2008 – 2009) looks at International aspects. 
There is a thriving Comenius cookery club at The Holt who try out recipes sent by our partner schools, and comment on them. Pupils have also sent recipes to them to try. 
The Comenius club meets every 2 weeks on a Wednesday lunchtime, and is well attended with between 8 and 30 pupils. We work on projects such as designing a game of trivial pursuits, which all four schools helped write questions for, and then was played in Bulgaria. We also post comments and articles on the PHARE website, put up displays around the school, work on powerpoint presentations and reports of the various trips, and look at materials sent by our partner schools. 

Various departments have undertaken to collaborate on projects – for example, Music have recorded an instrumental of El Condor Pasa for the French to record lyrics to, and they will then send it back for us to listen to. In French, Miss Rogers class will make up a questionnaire about holidays for their French partners to fill in, and they will compile the answers and made a display about the holiday habits of the French. 

Psychology students will fill in and take part in a questionnaire about youth in Europe and their habits – the Bulgarians have compiled the answers. 
The international prefect helps at the fortnightly Comenius meetings.
