	Brief details of the aim, content and outcomes of the activity
	The idea is for our pupils to have contact with a school in Uganda which goes beyond the superficial relationship usually associated with schools in developing countries. 

The first contacts were rather sporadic and limited to when teachers from other schools visited Uganda and took work with them, as well as donations of stationery, a dictionary, a microscope and money. 

We wanted pupils to look at what life was like in Uganda and Wokingham, and compare the differences and similarities between them. 

Firstly, the Cream Site pupils asked us questions which were posted on the school website, and pupils posted their answers on the form. These were sent back to Uganda. Pupils at the Holt were shown photographs of the school and the town of Mityana, and asked to imagine what life is like there. A year 8 English class produced creative writing, which was sent to Cream Site. We also sent photographs of our pupils and our school so they could see what our daily lives are like. They have now replied to us, with creative writing of their own. The idea is to build up the relationship so that pupils will eventually write to each other, and teachers from other curriculum areas such as science and geography can develop this work by looking at  recycling and rubbish, an area which interests Cream Site greatly. We have also received a traditional Ugandan dress, which we will copy in both miniature size (to put on the Holt doll) and in full size so a pupil can dress up in it. We hope to send a holt uniform to Uganda so they can see what we wear! 
In future, Cream site would also like to have a maths competition with our girls.
