	Brief details of the aim, content and outcomes of the activity
	The CLILL project was our first experience of teaching another subject in a foreign language, using the language as a means of communication, rather than the end result in itself. 

Mrs Dunn, Head of Science, and Mrs Wood, International Coordinator visited Tile Hill school in Coventry in July 07 for training, and to observe the CLILL project in action there. 

Following their advice, we started small, and chose to deliver a unit of work on Japan, which the Geography department covers in their SOW, in Spanish during Spanish lessons. The Geography department collaborated in collating the material, ensuring that the content was accurate and relevant, and assisted by awarding the work an NC level in Geography at the end of the project. 

Pupils learnt about the physical and human geography of the islands which make up the country, and analysed the impact of the physical geography on the lives of those who live there. 
The final piece was a display of posters which the pupils produced, as well as their booklets. 
We conducted a survey after the unit, and the pupils were in favour of repeating such projects throughout the school and the curriculum. One major result from the survey is that they would prefer if their subject teacher taught them in a different language, rather than their language teacher, whom they do not perceive to be a specialist in that subject. 

Fortunately at The Holt we have a number of staff who are either native speakers, or who are very proficient in French, Spanish, Italian, Korean. 

The next 2 modules of work are already being planned for September, namely French and Music, and French and histoire-geo.
