	Brief details of the aim, content and outcomes of the activity
	The Spanish exchange started in 2003 when The Holt was paired with IES El Bohio in Cartagena through the SSAT. El Bohio have a bilngual section, where a class of high ability pupils are taught not only English, but other subjects in English. As well as exchange of emails, letters and msn sessions, there is a twice yearly meeting, with The Holt going to Spain in March and El Bohio returning in June (or October). 
The 2 teachers coordinating the project would very much like the exchange to become more than just The Spanish exchange, and make it more cross curricular. Subjects which suggest themselves are; Music (pupils put on a performance during visit to each others’ schools); technology (G Prickett from Holt Technology Dept and Salva, Director of Studies at El Bohio are in intermittent contact); Dance (something our pupils and Spanish girls are very keen on collaborating on together) and PE (Spanish school teach circus sklils in PE – something our pupils are keen to try at The Holt).

In2008 we will apply for Comenius funding for a bilingual language exchange project, and may possibly extend into a full Comenius project – although both schools are invovled in different Comenius projects at the moment. 
One of the most positive outcomes of the activity has been the long lasting friendships made between pupils. There are now regular visits to and from Wokingham, which pupils are undertaking on their own. This was one of the main objectives which Enrique Castillo and C Wood shared on starting the partnership.
