	Brief details of the aim, content and outcomes of the activity
	The play was performed in December 2007, involving over 100 students from all years of the school. 
Based on the traditional story of Aladin, the play and its themes were used to promote cross curriuclar and international actvities in lessons. For example, Geography looked at the countries and places mentioned, and did maps for a display at the entrance to the hall (they also did the seating!), Maths looked at Arabic number patterns, Music incorporated arabic and middle eastern instruments and rhythms, POR already incorporate modules of work on Islam and the Koran, which fited in well with all year groups, Food technology looked at arabic food, and textiles made the costumes. 

At the intervals, special middle eastern sweets were on sale, which the KS4 and 5 food technology pupils had made. Some languages students were able to study arabic using Rosetta Stone. 
Art students designed the programmes with an Arabic theme. 

The theme of the play also allowed PE and dance to look at different types of dance and movement.
