Mostly the partnership involves fund raising (Holt staff contributed money at Christmas for example instead of sending cards, money from MUFTI days goes to the school) but there are also small gifts which are sent to and from Afghanistan with Dr Fane. 
The girls at the school in Afghanistan appreciate small gifts such as hair ties and skipping ropes, and they have sent us samples of sewing and painting which they have done.
