                                 

Rivers in Bulgaria

In Bulgaria there are many rivers. The Iskar is, with a length of 368 km, the longest river that runs solely in Bulgaria, and a tributary of the Danube.

The Iskar is formed by three rivers, the Black Iskar, White Iskar and Levi Iskar (known under the collective name Iskrove), with the source being accepted to be the Prav Iskar, a tributary of the Black Iskar. After descending from the north slopes of Rila, it fills the Iskar Reservoir – the largest in Bulgaria. The river runs near Sofia and passed through a rocky gorge in the Balkan Mountains. It flows into the Danube near the village of Gigen in Pleven province. The Iskar is the only river to take its source from southern Bulgaria and cross the Balkan Mountains to flow into the Danube.  
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
