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Much Ado About Nothing centers on the activities of two war heroes and the women they love. Shakespeare shifts back and forth between the stories of the couples–Benedick and Beatrice, Claudio and Hero–interweaving them into a unified whole.   Set in the eighties and in modern language, this adaptation of the play fully succeeds in getting students involved with the story as well as with Shakespeare’s work.  Some of the themes evoked by the play are:

The road to marriage is often lined with pitfalls and impediments.    
People often wear masks to disguise their true feelings.
 All is not what it seems. 
Love is NOT blind, at times
Love IS blind, at other times.
Falling in love is one of the best accidents one can ever have. 

Should we be the slaves of our own words?
Claudio:  I’ll bet my best ring that you will get married
Benedick:  If I ever get married, you can put that ring around my nose

How often have we come across someone swearing like this and getting married in a month time?
 Has this been your case?
