Nicola: Once upon a time in Victoria Park in Widnes lived two rival gangs.

Chelsea: The Capulets and The Montagues.

Chloe: They hated each other and fought all of the time.

All: Here they come.

Capulets enter the stage, walk to the front and then go to the side. Then the Montagues do the same.
Narrators: Ready, Get set. Go.

Everyone goes into the centre and fights.

Nicola: STOP!!!! If you get caught fighting again you will be chucked out of Widnes.

Chelsea: Just cos your families have hated each other for years, can’t you stop?

Chloe: Why can’t you all just be friends?

All of the gangs walk off.

Nicola: The fighting ceased, but the gangs still hated each other.

Tybalt & Mercutio walk past each other and give each other evil looks and barge each other etc.

Chelsea: Until one day, Lord Capulet announced something very special.

Lord Capulet: I shall hold a party. It is the perfect place to introduce Juliet to Paris, who I think she should marry as he is a good man and will make our family look good. Come here Juliet.

Juliet: Yes Daddy, what is it?

Lord Capulet: We are going to have a very special party.

Juliet: WOW!!! I can’t wait to wear my new gown.

Chloe: Word soon spread around the town that the Capulet’s were holding a huge party.

Everyone on stage – Narrators walking around saying ‘Party Party’ and handing out leaflets.

Lord Capulet: Quiet! Quiet!
Chloe: However, there was no Montague’s allowed!

All Capulets leave the stage looking smug.
Mercutio: Oh, I well wanted to go to that party Romeo.

Romeo: So did I, Mercutio. There’ll be some well fit girls there.

Mercutio: How about we gate crash? We could all dress up!

They agree and leave the stage.

Nicola: Meanwhile, back at the Capulet mansion, Juliet was getting ready for the party.

The nurse is helping Juliet to get dressed, do her make up etc.

Nurse: Juliet, you look so beautiful. I think you may just meet your prince tonight.

Juliet: Oh Nurse, I really hope so.

Chelsea: The party was soon well under way.

Music starts, Capulet guests enter and start to dance/ drink/ eat etc.

Paris enters. Lord Capulet spots him.

Lord Capulet: Lord Paris, I am so glad that you are here. I would like you to meet my daughter Juliet, she is single you know.

Juliet goes over to her dad and bows to Paris. 

The music continues and the Montagues slowly start to arrive. They sneak in from behind the curtains etc. Whilst everyone is dancing, Romeo and Juliet make eye contact across a crowded room.

The music fades, and changes to a slow, slushy number, and the pair dance whilst others move to the back of the stage. After a short while Lord Capulet starts to stare at Juliet, so Nurse quickly whisks her away from Romeo, and puts her to dance with Paris. Lord Capulet is then smiling, and thinks he must have been seeing things. However, the whole time that Juliet is dancing with Paris, she is looking at Romeo who is blowing her kisses.

Chloe: The party soon ended, but not before Juliet had given her mobile number to Romeo.

All of the guests leave, but Romeo is hanging around, even though Mercutio drags him on. Romeo is on his phone, texting. Romeo is left alone on stage when Juliet appears.

Romeo: I didn’t think you were coming.

Juliet: As if. 

Romeo: Juliet, I’ve never said this to a girl before, but I LOVE YOU

Juliet: That’s exactly how I feel about you too!
Lord Capulet: Juliet! Who are you talking to? Get in here now!

Romeo: I’m going. (He runs off)
Juliet: Wait!

Lord Capulet: Who was that?

Juliet: No-one Daddy, I promise.

Lord Capulet: Good, as I have got a surprise for you. You are going to marry Paris. He is a good man and will take care of you.

Juliet: No! No! No! I will not!

Lord Capulet: You ungrateful witch. You will do as a tell you.

Juliet runs off and straight into the arms of Nurse.

Nurse: What’s wrong Juliet?

Juliet: My dad wants me to marry Paris, but I’m already in love with Romeo.     She sobs.

Nurse: It is now time for bed Juliet. I will go and speak to Romeo in the morning for you.

Juliet: Thanks Nurse.

Nicola: So the next day the Nurse went to track down Romeo.

Nurse: Hello, you must be Romeo?

Romeo: Who’s asking?

Nurse: Juliet sent me.

Romeo: Well then, yes I am Romeo. Does she still love me? It’s just I love her and want to marry her!

Nurse: Really? Well, in that case then I’ll bring her to church tomorrow and you can get married. I’ll even buy a hat!

Chelsea: The nurse dashed home and told a delighted Juliet her news. (Nurse & Juliet whispering/ giggling together) The pair of them prepared for the secret wedding. 

Chloe: Before long, Juliet was walking down the aisle, about to become Mrs. Montague.

Wedding scene – Friar Lawrence is hosting the ceremony.

Friar Lawrence: I now pronounce you husband and wife.
Juliet: This is the best day of my life!

Nicola: Because the wedding was in secret the couple could not go on honeymoon, or spend much time together, but they were just happy knowing that they were married.

Chelsea: Romeo was desperate to tell his friends about his secret wedding to Juliet. He heard that the Montagues were spending the day at the beach and went to meet them there.

Romeo is walking to the beach. The Montague’s are sat drinking and playing games. Suddenly the Capulets arrive and the gangs start to argue. Mercutio goes right up to Tybalt and starts to tease him.

Mercutio: Oh Tybalt you big cat, meow!!!
Tybalt: Get lost. You love Romeo little boy!

Mercutio: What? Say that again.

Tybalt: You love Romeo. You love Romeo.

The pair fight. The gangs all watch and join in the abuse. Romeo arrives.

Romeo: What is going on? Stop it. Mercutio don’t!

Mercutio: Why? You hate him too.

Tybalt: Come on Romeo. He’s right. You do hate me. You’ve injured me in the past, so try your luck again.

Romeo: Tybalt, you won’t understand this, but I can’t hurt you. I don’t hate your name.

Tybalt: Oh, Shut up.

They continue to fight until Mercutio gets stabbed by Tybalt. Romeo goes mad at Tybalt and then stabs him. The crowd have been going mad, but now realise how serious it has all become and go quieter and quieter.

Romeo: What have I done? I’ve got to leave Widnes before they kick me out or kill me.

Chloe: Just incase you’ve lost track of what was going on, Romeo has just killed Tybalt, after Tybalt killed Mercutio. Trouble is, Tybalt is Juliet’s cousin!

Nicola: News soon spread to Juliet that Romeo had killed her cousin.

We see Juliet crying with Nurse.
Chelsea: However, Romeo sent her a text message explaining everything, and she felt so much better.

Then Juliet gets a text, and then is feeling/ looking much happier.

Lord Capulet: Juliet, all of this business with your cousin being killed has made me realise you must marry Paris tomorrow. We need something good to happen.

Juliet: No! I hate him and I hate you. I’d rather die than marry Paris.

Juliet runs off crying. She runs straight into Friar Lawrence.

Friar: Juliet, what is wrong? You were so happy the last time I saw you at your wedding.

Juliet: Oh Friar, my dad wants me to marry Paris. I wish I was dead.

Friar: I have an idea. I can get you a potion that means when you take it, people will think that you are dead. So then you won’t have to marry Paris. Here… drink this!

Juliet drinks the potion. She instantly falls asleep and looks dead. Friar Lawrence leaves the stage.

The Nurse comes running after Juliet calling her name, when she sees her dead on the floor, she shakes her and starts to cry. She runs around yelling ‘Juliet is dead’. Crowds gather, including the Montagues – one of which says ‘I’m telling Romeo’.

We see Romeo appear, alone.

Montague: Romeo, I am sorry I have come with bad news.

Romeo: What? Is it Juliet? Please tell me she is ok?

Montague: She is dead.

Romeo: Then I must die too. I have some poison here with me, and I shall drink it. I will go to where Juliet is lying dead, and kill myself to. We shall be together.

Romeo runs off and then discovers Juliet. 

Romeo: Oh Juliet. We will be together in Heaven. Romeo drinks the poison. He dies.

Juliet starts to wake up.

Juliet: Oh no! Romeo! No!!!!!

Juliet notices that there is a small drop of poison left in his bottle, she drink it and dies with Romeo.

Chloe: So the two lovers got to be together after all. Even if it was through death.

Nicola: Their families realised that they had been arguing for too long and made up.

Chelsea: And had a statue made in Victoria Park to remember the pair and to remind people not to fight.

Chloe: And that is the story of Romeo and Juliet.
