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 (RAMA AND HANUMAN)
This festival is celebrated before Diwali. This  is also associated with Lord Rama. During the exile period it so happened that the demon Ravana kidnapped Sita the wife of Rama so to bring Sita back Ravana had to be defeated. Rama gathered an army with the help of brother Lakshman, devotee Hanuman and one relative of Ravana Vibhishan who disliked Ravana as he dethroned him and often humiliated him. It took long to fight Ravana as he was mighty and possessed everything needed to defeat Rama but as is destined every evil person meet his end Ravana was killed in that fight alongwith his brother Kumbhkaran and son Meghnath. People of Ravana’s Lanka wish to make Rama their king but he declined and made Vibhishan the king of Lanka. It is said that Sri Lanka was the state of Ravana and even now researchers are finding clues to that fact. There is a temple of Rama and that garden was found where Sita was imprisoned. Some people assert that they are the descendents of Ravana. Every year effigies of Ravana, Kumbhkaran and  Meghnath are made and on day of Dusshera they are set to fire. Ravana was the symbol of evil as Rama was of goodness. People regard Ravana saying that he was a learned man but his lust caused his downfall. Ravana was the beloved king of his Lanka and even Rama paid homage to him after his death. This legend asserts that goodness ever wins over evil in the last so we all should not deviate from the path of truth and virtues.
