2. We look after sick girls and report to our House- mistresses. 

3. House Prefects are a helping hand to House Mistress and report every incident about respective House.

4. It may be easy for a Day School teacher to do all duties independently but as our House Mistresses are subject teachers also, they have double responsibilities and we feel pity often. A  House has approximately 150 girls and is it possible for a single teacher to look after needs of so many girls without assistance?

5. This school life provides us great opportunities of personality development as well as provides leadership training. Many Navodians have proved their worth later in life.

6. We enjoying doing our duties and even our parents are surprised to see us so confident and self- reliant.
That is all I want to say. I urge every student to do their duties sincerely to become ideal citizens later. There is cut throat competition everywhere so first learn to do your duties then rights will come after naturally. First, do then get whatever you want in life.
