Creating your “Hello Page” tasksheet
In this section, you will be creating your own “Hello Page”. This is your opportunity to promote yourself, your school, and your project ideas to other teachers. If you can say what it is you are looking for, it can be a great way to help you find a partner.

Task: to update 3 items to your “Hello Page”
How? Open up the website www.eLanguages.org. Use your Account Name and Password to login. To do this, click “login” in the top left corner.
Once you’ve done this, you’ll notice that it changes to “MyPage”. Click on here and find “hello page”. On here you need to add:
1. Text. This will say a little bit about you and your school:

· What you teach, 
· Where you teach

· Age group of your pupils 
· What you are looking for in a school link

· What you hope to achieve

2. Image. Add a picture of yourself. If you don’t have one, use the internet to find one of your town or school.
3. Weblink. This can be a link to your school or any relevant pages you’d like to add (eg local newspaper, school clubs, town guides etc)
In addition, you can add anything else to your “hello page” that you think would be relevant. Documents or photos from projects you have been doing for example. It’s your “hello page”, so you can be as creative as you wish.

Feel free to browse the site to view the “hello pages” of other eLanguages members to get some ideas and inspiration.
