I'm Ahmed Al Shibli, sixteen years of age and I'm from Oman. I want to share to you about my daily routine during school days. 

In school days I always wake up at 6 am, I take a shower and do the wash for pray (wudo) then I brush my teeth. Then I do the morning pray (Salat al fjar). Sometimes I eat my breakfast and sometimes not , then I fix my school things and get ready to go to school at 6:40am. This is my routine in the morning.

In the afternoon, when I come back from school by 2pm I wash then pray for the noon (Salat Al Duhor). After that, I'm going to have lunch with my family. I usually take a nap after lunch, then I wake up at 3:30 to be ready for the afternoon pray (Salat Al Asar). When I come back, I start doing my home works until the time for sunset pray comes (Salat Al Maghrib). I fix my stuff and then go to masjid. Every two days I go to my grand mother's house to visit her and greet her "salam". I stay with her for more or less 30 minutes or until the evening pray ( Salat Al Ashi). After that I go back home and do the rest of my home works, then I take my dinner. Sometimes I watch tv until half past ten, then brush my teeth and be ready to go to bed. It's such a long day for me and I'm quite tired. I'm going to have my good sound sleep. 
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
