How to control who can view your 
project and resources? 

You can control who has access to view your eLanguages 
project by setting the project ‘Permissions’.  
To set Permissions for your project, follow these steps: 
  

1. Login to eLanguages.  
 

2. Go to your project page.

      4. Select the appropriate Permissions for your  
project.  

 
a. If you would like any member of the pub-

lic to be able to view your page, tick 
the Read box in the Public row.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

b. If you would like only registered eLan-
guages users to be able to view your 
page, tick the Read box in the Internal 
row. Also make sure the Read box in 
the Public row is not ticked.  

N.B. Approved members of your project will auto-
matically have Read, Write and Change ticked.  

 
You may choose to keep your project Public, but 

would like to make certain resources, such as 
galleries with pictures of your students, only 
visible to registered users or members of your 
project. 

 
To set Permissions for an image gallery on a public 

project space, follow these steps: 
 

1. Login to eLanguages. 
2. Go to your project page. 
3. Switch to edit mode. 
4. Click on the Permissions icon on the re-
