Red lists of threatened species 

The world union for nature conservation (The World Conservation Union, IUCN) has laid down the criteria for identification of threatened plant and animal species and preparation of the so-called red list of species. They represent one of the essential expert documents of nature protection, because indicating species or subspecies (taxa) of plants, fungi and animals threatened with extinction and the level and imminence of the threat. The main objective of red lists is to draw the attention of government and scientific institutions, non-governmental organizations and the general public to the need to take concrete steps for the protection of these species, specifying priorities and urgency of actions so as to minimise the number of red-listed species in the future.

	Category group 
	Category of threat to species/subspecies 

	Extinct (EX) 
	Extinct in the wild (EW) - no living individual in the wild
Regionally extinct (RE) - extinct in Croatia 

	Threatened with extinction 
	Critically endangered (CR) - facing an extremely high risk of extinction
Endangered (EN) - facing a very high risk of extinction
Vulnerable (VU) - facing a high risk of extinction 

	Not threatened with extinction 
	Near threatened (NT) - not threatened, but likely to be in the near future
Least concern (LC) - evaluated against the IUCN categories and does not qualify for any of the categories mentioned
Data deficient (DD) - lack of sufficient data required to assess the risk of extinction (population status and distribution) 


In 2000 the former Ministry of Environmental Protection and Physical Planning launched the project entitled The Red Data Book of the Republic of Croatia , which was resumed by the State Institute for Nature Protection after its foundation. In co-operation with experts from competent scientific institutions the results of years-long studies of individual groups or species of plants, fungi and animal were analysed in the manner that provides the most efficient interconnection of the science and nature conservation practices.
