Bridges to Business Joint Curriculum Project
Two teachers from Carter Community School in Hamworthy, Poole have managed to secure some funding from the British Council to take a group of students to Guiyang to work with Chinese students on a young enterprise project.

The ten lucky students will travel to China in November and spend two days in Beijing, visiting attractions such as The Great Wall and The Temple of Heaven. From here, the group will fly to the Guizhou Province where they will spend five days working in the No 2 Experimental Middle School – Carter’s partner school – with their Chinese counterparts, and hopefully show off some of the Mandarin they have been learning in after school clubs at Carter.
Students will work on a project entitled Young Entrepreneurs: Bridges to Business and will involve both Chinese and British students designing a product or service to market and sell for a profit. Any profits made will go to a charity of the students’ choice. Whilst in China, students and teachers will learn about Chinese business etiquette and work on writing the lesson plans which will be delivered on returning to school in Functional Skills lessons.
Three local businesses have already signed up to join this project: Crown Closures Europe, Waitrose Ltd and W&S Recycling. These businesses have been kind enough to support the project by allowing students to visit the premises and talk to their employees about their roles as well as sponsorship. Sainsbury’s in Poole have agreed a bag pack on May 22nd where Carter students will be raising money by helping shoppers with their packing. 
Kristy Lidgard, who travelled to China in May 2009 to make the initial link with China, commented, “I am really excited about taking the students to China to experience school life in a Chinese classroom.”
Claire Symons, added, “This will be an opportunity of a lifetime for our students and I’m looking forward to exchanging good practice with Chinese teachers.”
