Today you will be making a virtual visit to the city of Namur, Belgium.

This is the location where the Sisters of Notre Dame settled their Motherhouse after having been forced to move from Amiens, and so it is the city for which the Sisters are named (Sisters of Notre Dame de Namur).   Use your imagination as you spend time at this site:  pretend that you are St. Julie as she travels from Amiens and arrives in Namur for the first time.
