GÜNEŞ FAYTON
 
 When we went to the Güneş Fayton  for an interview, we were given a warm welcome.They did all their best to help us feel at home.
 
The Güneş Fayton , which was started in Akhisar  in 2006 , is one of the only five  enterprises specialized in making horse carriages all over the world.
 
It is a non-profit enterprise.
 
Firstly , it aims to revive this vanishing craft ,which used to be very popular before the mass-production of cars  was realized.
 
Secondly, to provide employment for local people and especially craftsmen such as blacksmiths and  carpenters. Correspondingly,fifteen craftsmen are employed in this workshop.
 
SARAÇHANE is the room where harness equipment is stored.
 
Classical –style horse carriages,in other words , Victorian-style ones, have smaller  seats for passengers compared to  those manufactured in Visa vis style.
 
Wagons are usually made on demand but at least one  out of  each kind of carriage is available  in case  it  should be demanded.
 
Wood that is used for making wheels is supplied from ash tree,which is famous for its strong
wood.The wood is furnaced and then  left to dry naturally for one year .After such a long
process, it is ready to be used for making these carriages.In this way, one will  have no problem making use of the vehicle.
 
The blacksmith forges the iron at a high temperature of around 1,000 degrees Celcius.
While doing his job, he doesn’t need to wear protective gloves because his hands have got
corns.That’s why, he can tolerate such an extremely high temperature.
 
The carpenter is carving by hand a piece of wood used for making the central part of a wheel.
The sockets of the axle is carved with help of the lathe.

This small carriage was manufactured  on a demand by a Japanese customer.
Unlike the others, this kind of wagon is pulled by a human instead of an animal in Japan.
 
Sledges are also made in this workshop.The bottom part of the sledges is rustproof.
 
 There is a horse wagon in miniature.It is kept by the owner of the workshop as a reminder of its manufacturer  because it has got a sad story.A craftsman  was  employed  to  make miniature  horse carriages .Just  one day after he started his new job, shocking to everyone he was found  dead in his house.
 
 It takes  fifteen  through twenty days  to complete a wagon.
An average carriage costs ten to fifteen thousand  Turkish Liras, which amounts to 5000
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
