The Global Dimension – Overview










The Global Dimension – Years 8 & 9

These activities will introduce students to global citizenship from a range of perspectives. They will help them to extract and analyse information from different types of date including text, maps, images etc. Students will be encouraged to explore connections between their own lives and the lives of other people in other parts of the world. These activities will also help students communicate their findings in a creative way through writing, speaking, visual means & technology. Students will learn how raising awareness of global issues is the first step to bringing about change.
There are 6 lesson plans, you may find that students want to spend more time on one activity (lessons 3 – 6), please feel free to choose the order in which you tackle the tasks. If you don’t have ICT you may want to try and book some time, or alternatively the work can be produced on paper and sent to our partner schools.

All work that is produced electronically I would like to upload work onto the elanguages site (I have already set the projects up on this site) so that students in our partner schools will be able to learn about our school, country, lives etc by accessing the work produced by our students. 
When students have finished their work please save their presentations in the Global Dimensions folder, in the staff area, from where we can upload the work. Or alternatively you can upload straight onto the site (see below for login details – but don’t forget that any work that has personal images on it, must be checked for permissions on the VLE)
Hopefully then our partner schools will produce similar work, which our students can access and learn about their lives in both Uganda and China.

Lesson One - Ideal Futures
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Think about how you would like your school/local area/world to look like in ten years time.  What would there be in the world that there is not now?


Present the ideas on posters or maps in writings or drawings (outline map available)

Discuss which of these things are most important and most realistic, and how each may be achieved. Consider: Who has the most power to change things? What do you think you can do? Who could you influence to change things?


Make a global citizen’s charter with ten hopes for a global future.

Lesson Two – Our partner school 

Show PowerPoint presentation which introduces country and partner school.

Students should then use outline maps to identify where the school is located.  They should also try to identify other countries, towns, important areas within that country. For instance can they locate the Great Wall of China? 
They can use atlases and web for research and should add information to map.

In order to be able to compare our schools and countries, students should then think about ‘mapping’ our school.

They need to think of ways of representing our school. They should draw symbols to illustrate this, e.g. something that represents learning.  





Students then need to draw symbols to represent where they live, places where they have connections with, places visited, countries they have visited, where they have family or friends living. 

When they have finished they should compare symbols, explain what each one means and ask questions, like: What did we talk about? What did we learn? What else could be added? How are the symbols useful? How different do we think the symbols would be if we lived in our partner schools country? What would the students learn about our country      if we sent them?
Lesson 3 – A day in my life


Students will produce a diary of their day, this can be either in PowerPoint format, or handwritten

They need to describe a day in their life in detail. It could be a school day or a weekend day. They could take photographs of themselves and add them to their presentation.  They could also do a video diary.  Their work should also include stories and games that they may play etc at break times, food they eat and jobs they do. 
        They could describe a special day, like a birthday, Christmas or wedding.


All work produced will be checked for permissions and then uploaded to the elanguages website, where our partner schools can easily access this information, and hopefully send information about a day in their lives.

Lesson 4 – My Grandparents

Students will produce a list of questions that they will ask their Grandparents or relatives or neighbours about their lives, their jobs, their families.  


Ask students to write down what they know about their own family history, particularly their grandparents jobs, lives, homes etc

Get them to compare their notes with their neighbour. What can they learn from each other about their notes?


Decide in groups a list of 10 questions that each student could ask their grandparents to find out about their lives.

For homework, ask grandparents the questions. Bring information back to school for production of presentation to show answers, which should then be saved either in folder or elanguages site.
Lesson 5 – Traditional Recipes

Students to research traditional English recipes and produce a presentation to explain how to make them.

Using cookery books or the web, ask students to research what the most traditional English recipes are.


Compare findings and perhaps come up with a top 5!
In groups/pairs ask students to decide on a favourite, and then ask them to produce a presentation or paper copy showing the ingredients and method in order to produce the dish.


Save work on elanguages or in Global Dimensions folder

Lesson 6 – Festivals and Traditions 


Students to consider what traditions and festivals are held regularly/annually in England.
Ask students to list as many festivals and traditions that they can think of. They might include weddings, Christmas, Flora Day, Notting Hill festival etc, etc. Include images to illustrate work.

Students should then write an account of one of these days, it might be a personal wedding, or a trip to Flora Day.


Students should then, if possible, produce this work as a presentation to be uploaded to elanguages.
