





California National Park Trail- It runs through Kansas. It was a massive migration trail for gold hunters and people migrating west. More than 1000 of trail ruts and traces can be seen in the big undeveloped west. It reminds us of the sacrifices and struggles of the people. 
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Lewis and Clark National Historic Trail- This trail also runs through Kansas. In their search for the Pacific Ocean they opened a window to the west. Fees vary from site to site on the trail. 
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Nicodemus National Historic Site- It was an all black town lived in by former slaves fleeing the South in 1877. It is the only remaining all black town that is west of the Mississippi river were former slaves settled in the 1800s.
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Pony Express National Historic Trail- It was used by young men on quick horses to deliver the nation’s mail from Missouri to California in the time of ten days. It became the nations most direct and practical means of east west communications before the telegraph. It played a vital role in aligning California with the union just a few years before the civil war. 
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Tallgrass Prairie National Preserve- Tallgrass prairie once covered 140 million acres of North America, it is now dawn to less to 4%, most of which is in Kansas Flint Hills. Here the tall grass takes one last stand.
