Tennessee National Parks

Big South Fork River and Recreation Area-  Big South Fork National River and Recreation Area encompasses 125,000 acres of the Cumberland Plateau.  It protects the Big South Fork of the Cumberland River and its tributaries. The area has miles of gorges, bluffs, natural and historic features and has been developed to provide visitors with a wide range of activities.


Great Smoky Mountains National Park- Miles of forests mark the border between North Carolina and Tennessee in Great Smoky Mountains National Park. Famous for its diversity of plant and animal life, its mountains, and its remnants of Southern Appalachian mountain culture, it is America’s most visited national park.
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Shiloh National Military Park- preserving the site of the bloody April 1862 battle in Tennessee, Shiloh National Military Park commemorates the siege, battle, and occupation of the key railroad junction in Corinth, Mississippi.
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Andrew Johnson National Historic Site- The Andrew Johnson National Historic Site honors Andrew Johnson's presidency, illustrates the United States Constitution at work following President Lincoln's assassination and a nation torn by civil war. 
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These are 4 out of Tennessee’s 12 national parks.
