
Obed Wild and Scenic River~ Forty-five miles of free-flowing streams including the Obed River, Clear Creek, Daddy's Creek and Emory River have created some of the most rugged scenery in the southeast. 

Natchez Trace Parkway~ Historic route generally follows the old Indian trail, between Nashville, Tennessee, and Natchez, Mississippi.

Great Smokey Mountains National Park~ Park features a diversified plant and animal life, and preserves structures representing southern Appalachian mountain culture. 

Big South Fork National River and Recreational Area~ The Big South Fork of the Cumberland River includes a wide range of natural and historical features and offers a range of recreational opportunities. 

Chickamauga and Chattanooga National Military Park~ The first national military park honors Civil War soldiers that fought for control of Chattanooga in 1863.
