 Oldest of the country's parks, Olympus National Park was founded in 1938. This park in southern Macedonia includes the summit of Mount Olympus, seat of the ancient gods, and the higher reaches of its eastern flank.
Parnassos National Park




The National Park of Mt Parnassos is located in the south-central mainland of Greece, close to Delphi and Arachova. It was created in 1938 and covers an area of 36 million square meters. It is the second largest Greek national park.

Vikos-Aoös National Park
                        
Located in the north-west, between Ioannina, and the Albanian border to the north, it's the largest park in the country and covers an area of 12000 hectares, 3400 of which are designated wilderness. Its best known feature is the Vikos canyon, the deepest gorge in the world.


Ainos National Park

This is the only one of the national parks that's on an island. Ainos is a forested mountain on Cephalonia, largest of the Ionian Islands. Much of it is covered with an endemic species of fir that was prized for construction in antiquity and gives the mountain a dark color.
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
