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Natchez National Historical Park
· Location: 1 Melrose/Montebello Parkway (leads to Melrose Estate)
· Fact: Natchez is known as a place of opportunity and it includes John McMurran’s magnificent antebellum estate, the downtown home of African-American barber and diarist William Johnson, and the French Fort Rosalie.
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Vicksburg National Military Park

· Location: 50 miles east of Jackson, Mississippi 
· Fact: This park memorializes the campaign, siege, and defense of the Battle of Vicksburg during the Civil War which split the South, giving the North definite control of the Mississippi River.
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Natchez Trace Parkway

· Location: Locations of the parkway in Mississippi include Natchez, Jackson, and Tupelo. 
· Fact: The Natchez Trace Parkway is 444 miles long and memorializes an ancient trail used by animals and people that connected southern portions of Mississippi River, through Alabama, and into central Tennessee.

· Fact: Major General William Sherman successfully kept Major Nathan Bedford Forrest’s cavalry corps in Mississippi at the Battle of Brices Cross Roads and  away from the Federal supply line in Tennessee in June of 1864.
