Preamble

We, The Students Of

Bal Bharati Public School, Dwarka
Having solemnly pledged to respect the basic rights of all human beings, in order to establish justice;
On this day hereby adopt and give to ourselves this charter of Children’s Rights.

Article 1:
Right To grow and flourish in an atmosphere free of exploitation, abuse and neglect.
Article 2:

Right To free and compulsory education for all children till the age of 18 years.

Article 3:

Right To have better medical facilities.

Article 4:

Right To have quality time of parents at least till they are self-sufficient.
Article 5:

Right To be treated as valued Human Beings.
Article 6:

Right To seek redressal against any form of child abuse and child labor for self or oppressed child.
Article 7:

Right To receive appropriate and reasonable adult guidance, support and supervision.
Article 8:

Right To live in a clean and safe surrounding.
Article 9:

Right To Have both academic education and vocational training.
Article 10:

Right To choose one’s own career without force and compulsion. 
Article 11:

Right To equal treatment. No adult should be allowed to behave badly with children. All children should be treated equally by everyone as other adults are being treated.
Children are often burdened with the pressure to conform or meet the norms laid down by society and also pressurized to reform themselves. They should be freed of the entire burden from parents, relatives, and the society.

Article 12:

Right To Work. In families where mother is the only breadwinner, children should be allowed to work at their own will.
Article 13:

Right To Have representation in decision making committees/forums/seminars of Ministry of Education.
Article 14:

Right To Have representation in everyday school affairs concerning students.
Article 15:

Right To Have district/state/national level forums to suggest and decide the changes required in the Education System of the nation.
Article 16:

Right To Have sports and separate self-defense training for all children beyond 15 years.
Article 17:

Right To Have health insurance for economically backward sections.
Article 18:

Right To Have trips/excursions every year after examinations.
