Elanguages Project : 

Introducing ourselves : our school, our village, Derbyshire, England...
Imagine a child in a school in Africa or South America visiting our web page.  What would they be interested to know?

The easiest way to communicate is using pictures.  

I would like to show them :

What ours school looks like

What our village looks like

What Derbyshire looks like

What England looks like

What Europe looks like

What we need to do is find or take the pictures.

I will bring my camera to take pictures of the school

Maybe with your Mums and Dads you could take pictures of the village

We could take pictures of Derbyshire as well, or maybe photograph postcards, or download pictures from the internet, or scan pictures.  (We have to remember to check whether these pictures already belong to anyone or whether they are free to use)

Maybe we could look in the library for a map of England.  We could also think of some things that are ‘typically English’ – types of building, customs, landmarks...

We could also choose some maps of Europe which show different things

eg where it is in the world, which countries make up Europe, the European Union,

When we have collected our pictures I would like to make a powerpoint presentation with pictures and sound.

I would like to record you reading the captions slowly and clearly in English, so that children in other countries can learn to say where they live by copying your pronunciation.
Then we will put it on the elanguages website for any school in the world to visit.

I am hoping that other schools who are working with us, especially the school in Brittany will like our slide show and will make one for us and we can use it to learn their language.

Perhaps we will make a version for ourselves in French so that we can use the same language.
