The story exchange project between The Indian Heights School, Dwarka and , Germany is a creative engagement project with an aim to open the mind of the students and learn about a culture entirely different from theirs. 
It all started with a visit by a German trainee teacher to our school on teachers exchange program. With this project, email ids of the students were exchanged and with the help of the coordinating teachers, each found an e-pal partner… and thus began a storytelling project between the students by sharing popular traditional tales and mythological stories about each other’s countries.
The students share and exchange popular folktales, myths, and fairytales of their countries and questionnaires are prepared by the students themselves. Their partners then answer the questionnaires after going through the story. Some of the stories already exchanged between the two partners include The Frog Prince, Birth of Krishna, and Krishna’s life in Gokul.
