· That if on faucets water drips because of the improper rubber, yearly it can be lost 2.000 liters and if leaks slowly 40.000 liters. 

· That the man without the water can survive only three days. 

· That every fourth inhabitant of the Earth, lacks in water, and every tenth suffers from the illnesses caused by contamination of the water. 

· That the pouring out the waste oil in the drainage is the same as spilling it directly into the river, lake or sea, and only half the liter of waste oil can make the poisonous stain on almost half hectare of water surface. 

· That one liter of spilt used motor oil pollutes million liters of drinking water, and one liter of gas about 750.000 liters. This happens also when we pour them out in the toilet. 

· That styrofoam is fatal for the life in the sea, lakes and rivers because floats on the surface, grinds in little fragments which resemble to food and animals eating it evade. 

· That when you throw waste on the ground there is a danger of contaminating ground-waters, in which waste arrives with the rain, and ground-waters are our main source of drinking water. 

· That thrown away bottle of glass can pollute the environment for more than 1000 years.
