A school newsletter can be a great way to develop a strong relationship with parents. First, choose a short title or theme for your newsletter — something like "School News," or “Back to School.”  If you’d like,  you  can also add a   date and   volume number  for yo ur  newsle t ter.   Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.  
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Class V looked at something that makes the world tick – yes, money – currencies around the world. They were the ‘bank’ of the school. They went a long way and collected coins from different countries. They designed board games like ‘monopoly’ – using their own rules and designing their own currencies. How creative! ‘We thought there was only one type of dollar. Only after doing this project did we realise there were different dollars in different countries’ the child that we talked to exclaimed. 








Class VI dealt with a child friendly issue – folk tales, myths and legends. They had chosen to study tales from New Zealand, Australia, England and Japan. They not only read those stories, but also went on to learn more about those countries in terms of their culture, art, food etc. With some students having been to those places, it gave the other students first hand information about these places. ‘It was great interacting with the visitors who came from overseas and gave us a lot of information about those countries.’ ‘We just wish we had a little more time to study tales from other countries too.’ These are just a couple of reactions from the students that we talked to, especially after they explored and discovered that there was a similarity between the stories told in different nations. 








Class VII had a look at Alternative Medicines. They explored different systems like Homeopathy, Ayurveda, Accupressure, Accu-puncture and Pranic Healing and Reikhi, which have gathered a big clientele in the recent past. During some workshops they were amazed to discover that they could actually feel the energy around their palms, etc. The visit to the Ayurveda hospital made them realise that there are a lot of medicines in our kitchens! Their interaction with specialists of these forms of medicines and people from overseas displayed an obsessive interest to know more. ‘We had never imagined that there were so many different forms of medicines and treatments around the world.’ ‘I will learn more about some of these forms’ said a fervent student.








Class VIII chose the raging topic of the world – ‘Our environment’. The importance of being eco-friendly formed a part of their systematic study. They explored alternate and eco-friendly sources of energy that we can harness. Environment issues like Green-House Effect, global warming, ozone layer depletion and alternatives like rain-harvesting were looked into. They made models that were very informative. Their conversations with the visitors brought out their passion to learn more about and contribute something to save their world. ‘We had heard all the big words, but it was only when we did this in-depth study, as part of the ISA project, did we realise how big the problem was and what a big role we can play in saving our world’ was one of the reactions.








Class IX and X worked on the topic of children around the world. Apart from conducting various activities centered around children, they visited the Bangalore Aquatic Club, where physically challenged children of various countries  participated in a swimming competition. Language was a hindrance but the students managed to interact with them. It was overwhelming to see the participants with various disabilities swimming like any other person with no disabilities. Their determination and perseverance was touching. They participated in the Model United Nations, which gave them a good opportunity to discover and discuss issues affecting children.





Class IX and X looked at newspapers around the world. It was a fascinating experience to see the newspapers of different countries, their outlay and content. They also visited the Deccan Herald 


printing press. The inside view of the papers that come to us every morning was truly informative and enthralling.
